This appendix is not intended to provide a comprehensive assessment of all obligations under Queensland law. It
provides some general information and holders are encouraged to familiarise themselves with all requirements
related to their specific operation.

General environmental duty Q

Section 319 of the Environmental Protection Act 1994 states that we all have a gene%%ironmental duty. This
means that we are all responsible for the actions we take that affect the environm e must not carry out any

activity that causes or is likely to cause environmental harm unless we take all re3asehable and practicable
measures to prevent or minimise the harm. To decide what meets your general efvironmental duty, you need to
consider: L\

¢ the current state of technical knowledge for the a{@ \

¢ the likelihood of successful application of the @rent \@ures to prevent or minimise environmental harm that

It is not an offence not to comply with the gen ironmental duty. However, maintaining your general
environmental duty is a defence against th lowing acts:

(a) an act that causes serious or material@gvironmental harm or an environmental nuisance
(b) an act that contravenes a noise,s rd
(c) a deposit of a contaminant,@ase of stormwater run-off, mentioned in section 440ZG.

Duty to notify Q

Section 320 of th ironmental Protection Act 1994 explains the duty to notify. The duty to notify applies to all
persons and r &yires a person or company to give notice where serious or material environmental harm is caused
c§n

or threaten otice must be given of the event, its nature and the circumstances in which the event happened.
Notificaji% be verbal, written or by public notice depending on who is notifying and being notified.

Thi Qﬁ\sto notify arises where:

o erson carries out activities or becomes aware of an act of another person arising from or connected to those
activities which causes or threatens serious or material environmental harm

¢ while carrying out activities a person becomes aware of the happening of one or both of the following events:
o the activity negatively affects (or is reasonably likely to negatively affect) the water quality of an aquifer
o the activity has caused the unauthorised connection of two or more aquifers.

Section 430 of the Environmental Protection Act 1994 requires that a person who is the holder of, or is acting QD
under, an environmental authority must not wilfully contravene, or contravene a condition of the authority. f\

Environmental authority holder responsible for ensuring conditions complied with (secti61y431)

Section 431 of the Environmental Protection Act 1994 requires that the holder of an environmental aL@p ity must
ensure everyone acting under the authority complies with the conditions of the authority. If anoth son acting
under the authority commits an offence against section 430, the holder also commits an offenc ely, the
offence of failing to ensure the other person complies with the conditions.

Environmental nuisance is unreasonable interferem‘ﬂ;%th an ironmental value caused by aerosols, fumes,
light, noise, odour, particles or smoke. It may also@c de nhealthy, offensive or unsightly condition because of
contamination.

Depositing a prescribed water conta%an@'%aters (section 440ZG)

Prescribed contaminants include a wide variet@contaminants listed in Schedule 9 of the Environmental
Protection Act 1994.

It is your responsibility to ensure that pr ibed contaminants are not left in a place where they may or do enter a
waterway, the ocean or a stormwater . This includes making sure that stormwater falling on or running across
your site does not leave the site co inated. Where stormwater contamination occurs you must ensure that it is
treated to remove contaminan .%)u should also consider where and how you store material used in your
processes onsite to reduce t nce of water contamination.

Litted is any domestic or commercial waste and any material a person might reasonably believe is refuse, debris or
rubbish.
